In the event that there is an emergency, the call to 9-1-1 is to be placed from the Show Office using a
landline. (Show Manager name) will make the call for emergency services. Exhibitors are asked
to not make 911 calls using their cell phones.

The address of the facility is 25033 SW Pacific Hwy, Sherwood, OR, 97140-8800. Do not use the farm name for identification of the location. Use the address to identify the location of the facility. DevonWood is a gated facility. All emergency responders are equipped with in-vehicle units that “chirp” and will permit unrestricted access in emergency scenarios.

Upon notifying 9-1-1:
1. (Safety Coordinator name) goes to facility entrance to direct emergency vehicles to accident site.
2. The ring steward is to clear ALL obstacles and make the ring accessible for ambulance and necessary personnel.
3. Technical Delegate and Medical Personnel will complete USEF Accident/Injury Report Form and submit to the Federation.
4. The horse show will hold until all emergency vehicles have left and the show staff has resumed their
positions.

In case of accident:
1. Do not move the patient
2. Call for the EMT; give ring location
3. If horse is loose, secure arena gates & attempt to catch horse – DO NOT RUN AFTER OR CHASE HORSE
4. EMT will evaluate patient and determine status
5. If required, EMT will request for Show Manager to call for EMS
6. Ring Steward will move arena fencing for ambulance access
7. Ring Steward and/or other show personnel will keep spectators back
8. Manager and other show personnel will keep road clear so ambulance can access quickly
